An unannounced Occupational Safety and Health Administration inspection was conducted of the Federally managed buildings on ---- date ----.  John Brown, Jane Doe, and Mike Fawn of the Office of the Assistant Manager for Safety and Technical Services (AMSTS), performed the inspection, along with members of your staff and the Shop Chair of the Office and Professional Employees International Union.  Where and when possible, management staff did participate in the inspection process.

Labeling and identification of electrical circuits continue to be an issue of concern.  While there are indications that the previously identified deficiencies are being corrected, the condition re-emerges every year.  Circuits not labeled or improperly labeled create significant risk to the workers.  Therefore, it is recommended that inspections of all panels be performed to identify the extent of the condition, and a corrective action plan developed to systematically correct all the identified deficiencies over a determined period of time.
Attached is a listing of violations noted during the inspection, along with proposed times for abatement.  During the inspection, no conditions posing imminent danger were noted.  In accordance with regulations, the violations must be posted on official bulletin boards in areas where the violations occurred and remain posted for three working days or until the violations are abated, whichever is longer.

If needed, AMSTS is available to provide any assistance in the development of corrective actions.  Please remember that in accordance with 29 CFR 1960.34, you are required to abate unsafe or unhealthful conditions described in the attached inspection report within the indicated timeframes, or prepare a corrective action plan within 30 days of the receipt of this memorandum.  The findings should be entered into the ORION database for tracking.

The cooperation extended by members of your maintenance staff and contractor maintenance personnel during the inspection was greatly appreciated.
