
Facility Clearance (FCL) Approval Criteria
A U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) Facility Clearance (FCL) is required prior to the award of a contract vehicle (e.g. contracts, purchase orders, Memorandum of Understandings, Memorandum of Agreements, Cooperative Research and Development Agreements [CRADA], leases).  A FCL is not required for individuals who provide direct consulting services, even if an Access Authorizations (AA) is needed and for contracts that do not require an AA, unless possession of Special Nuclear Material (SNM), more than $5 million in government property, and/or a radiological or toxicological sabotage threat are involved.

DOE FCL approval is based on an evaluation of the following requirements:

· A favorable Foreign Ownership, Control, or Influence (FOCI) determination.
· Approved safeguards and security plan(s) which describes the protective measures appropriate to the activities being performed at the facility.  See DOE M 470.4-1, Change 1, Part 1, Section C; SC Subject Area: Facility Clearance - Establishment/Termination, Procedure 2, “Developing, Reviewing, and Approving Site Security Plans (SSPs) and Site Safeguards and Security Plans (SSSPs);” attached sample Non-Possessing Security Plan.
· Nuclear Material Control and Accountability (NMC&A) Plan, if applicable.
· Appointment of a Facility Security Officer who possesses, or is in process for, an AA equivalent to the level of the FCL.
· Designated Key Management Personnel (KMP) possess, or are in process for, the appropriate AA.  KMP(s) that do not require AA are excluded from access through formal board resolution.
· An initial survey (required where there will be a FCL established for a facility with an importance rating of: A, B, C, or PP), with a composite facility rating of “satisfactory.”  See SC Subject Area: “Safeguards and Security Oversight Activities.”  An initial survey is not required for non-possessing facilities.
· A Nuclear Material Management Identification Symbol for facilities authorized to possess SNM/appointment of a nuclear materials representative.
· Registration of DOE F 470.2, Facility Data and Approval Record (FDAR), and DOE F 470.1, Contract Security Classification Specification (CSCS), in the DOE Safeguards and Security Information Management System (SSIMS).
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
