
Access Authorization (AA) Required by Type of Business Structure
Sole Proprietorships: The sole proprietor and the facility security officer (FSO) will possess AA commensurate with the level of the FCL. Any KMP designated to succeed the sole proprietor or the FSO during permanent or temporary absence will also possess an AA.

Corporations, Nonprofit Organizations: The senior management official, i.e., president or Chief Executive Officer (CEO), chairman of the board (including pro tem or rotating chairman), any board members who could serve as board chairman, and the FSO will possess an AA commensurate with the FCL. Any KMP designated to succeed the senior management official, board chairman, or FSO during permanent or temporary absence will possess an AA commensurate with the level of the FCL.

Partnerships: The managing partner and the FSO will possess an AA commensurate with the level of the FCL. Any partner designated to succeed the managing partner or the FSO during permanent or temporary absence will possess an AA commensurate with the level of the FCL.

Colleges and Universities: The CEO, chairman of the board (including pro tem or rotating chairman), any board members who could serve as board chairman, and the FSO will possess an AA commensurate with the level of the FCL. Any official or officer designated to succeed the CEO, board chairman, or FSO during permanent or temporary absence will possess an AA commensurate with the level of the FCL.

Multiple Facility Organizations (MFO): Any of the business structures mentioned above may be configured as an MFO. Each subordinate facility’s KMP will possess an AA or be excluded from access. Subordinate facilities of an MFO must not be granted higher FCL or AA than held by the home office of the MFO.
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
