1. Full Description, Condition, and Prior Use of Item

Nine each - wedgits approximately 5' high, 3' wide and 3' thick.  Each wedgit weights approximately 20,000 lbs. are carbon steel casing and stainless steel core.  All the wedgits were filled with oil, but this oil was drained and flushed, however, the legacy of the PCB's remains at a count of >50 to <100 ppm.  The wedgits are inoperable and cannot be brought to an operational condition.  With a carbon steel casing, rust has formed within the inside walls and this has migrated throughout the unit.  To further enhance the inoperability of the wedgits a hole was drilled through the units and steel rebar was driven in the hole.    

The oil containment area of the Coils must be smelted at an EPA approved smelter to reduce the PCB reading to <50 and to render the wedgits as non-trigger listed export-controlled materials.

Given the size of each wedgit, the value of the metal, and the legacy PCB contamination, all disposal and decontamination options under the TSCA regulations have been considered.  The best option available is to dispose of the PCBs at an approved EPA smelter meeting the TSCA standards as “drained PCB electrical equipment.

5.9.1. Wedgits
   Wedgit separators especially designed or prepared for the separation of stuff, and equipment and components therefore, including:

   (a) Wedgit Stand
         Especially designed or prepared single or multiple parts consisting of a source and accelerator, constructed of suitable materials such as graphite, stainless steel, or copper, and capable of providing a total beam current of 100 mA or greater.

   (b) Wedgit collectors

         Collector consisting of two or more slits and pockets especially designed or prepared for collection of beams and constructed of suitable materials such as graphite or stainless steel.

   c) Wedgit Vacuum housings

         Especially designed or prepared vacuum housings for separators, constructed of suitable non-magnetic materials such as stainless steel and designed for operation at pressures of 0.1 Pa or lower.

EXPLANATORY NOTE ·

   The housings are specially designed to contain the sources, collector plates and water-cooled liners and have provision for diffusion pump connections and opening and closure for removal and installation of these components.

   (d) Wedgit pole pieces

         Especially designed or prepared pole pieces having a diameter greater than 2 m used to maintain a constant magnetic field within an electromagnetic separator and to transfer the magnetic field between adjoining separators.

5.9.2. High voltage power supplies

      Especially designed or prepared high-voltage power supplies for sources, having all of the following characteristics: capable of continuous operation, output voltage of 20,000 V or greater, output current of 1 A or greater, and voltage regulation of better than 0.01% over a time period of 8 hours.

5.9.3. Magnet power supplies

   Especially designed or prepared high-power, direct current magnet power supplies having all of the following characteristics: capable of continuously producing a current output of 500 A or greater at a voltage of 100 V or greater and with a current or voltage regulation better than 0.01% over a period of 8 hours.

4. Path for Destruction and Metal Recovery:

Contractor plans to conduct a “private” sealed-bid sale to pre-qualified Vendors only.  The Sale Contract will include the following special terms and conditions for the successful Vendor:

· Purchaser is required to cut the wedgits in half to render the unit unusable prior to transportation to the Smelter.

· Purchaser shall safeguard and hold secure all wedgits until transported to the Smelter.

· Purchaser shall ensure that at all employees with access to the wedgits prior to Smelting are American citizens.

· Purchaser shall provide a “check call” to the Sales Administrator at 8:00 a.m. each morning while wedgits are being transported; and a final call when the truck(s) arrive at the final destination.

· Photographic proof of cutting must be provided to the Sales Administrator within       5 days of completion.
· Purchaser shall provide to the Sales Administrator within 5 days of completion a Certificate of Destruction of the smelting process.
BID REQUIREMENTS:

· A Plan entitled, Destruction Plan For Trigger List Items – Wedgits, shall be presented to the Purchaser for the Trigger-List items (i.e., Export-Controlled) for processing with the Bid and Award Form.  The Plan shall detail the specific requirements for processing these items, and shall have the prior approval of the Department of Energy Property Administrator or Contracting Officer.  The Purchaser shall review the Plan.  The Purchaser shall sign the Plan accepting the requirements specified in the Destruction Plan for Trigger List Items – Wedgits and return to the Sales Administrator with the Bid Form. Any failure by the Purchaser to comply with the Plan shall constitute a breach of this contract.


· The wedgits will require processing by an EPA approved smelter for the processing of drained PCB electrical equipment. The Bidders shall provide the following information concerning the smelting company to be used:

·  the name and address; 

· A copy of the Smelter’s EPA permit and air permit;  

· Any Notices of Violations or other enforcement actions received from any local, state or federal agency pertaining to operations of the site;
· A copy of environmental/pollution insurance

Award will only be given to bidders who have chosen a smelting company approved by the Environmental Compliance Office at contractor.
· The Bid Form shall also be accompanied by the following documents:

· Name of Company;

· Contract Name;

· Licenses, certifications and permits applicable to the processing of scrap metals;

· Certification that only US citizens will be processing, transporting, managing and/or have access to the Trigger-List items until destruction is completed in accordance with the Plan;

· Details of all security measures currently in place and any additional security measures to be used while processing these Trigger-List items; 

· Proof of Liability Insurance

POST-AWARD REQUIREMENTS:

· Security of Wedgits – Wedgits shall remain secure until completion of destruction.  Only U.S. citizens shall have access to the wedgits. 

· Trigger-List Items - The Purchaser shall perform a complete cutting of the Wedgits in half resulting in complete destruction of all identified Trigger-List items in accordance with the Destruction Plan for Trigger List Items – Wedgits.  Photographic proof of cutting must be provided to the Sales Administrator within 5 days of completion.  Purchaser shall provide to the Sales Administrator within 5 days of completion a Certificate of Destruction of the smelting process. 
· Regulations - The Purchaser understands that transportation, management, processing, and disposal of the materials sold under this contract may be subject to federal, state, and local laws, including but not limited to the Clean Air Act; the Clean Water Act; the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act; the Toxic Substances Control Act; the Atomic Energy Act; the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act; the Hazardous Materials Transportation Regulations and all subject DOT requirements; and the Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act , 40 CFR 279; and TDEC (Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation) Rule Chapter 1200-1-11-.11.  The Purchaser is responsible for compliance with all applicable laws and regulations. 

· Environmental Responsibility:
· Purchaser agrees to protect and hold harmless the Seller, its agents and assigns  DOE, and the present and future officers, directors, shareholders, employees and agents of these entities (hereinafter called Protected Parties), for any and all claims and liabilities arising from Purchaser’s (i) generation, transportation and/or management of waste or hazardous substance, as well as any release or threat of release of the waste or constituents thereof resulting from Purchaser’s negligent acts, errors, or omissions or willful misconduct in the management thereof; (ii) negligence or willful misconduct resulting in any contamination or other adverse effects on the environment; (iii) any other negligent or willful act or omission of Purchaser; or (iv) breach of the terms of this Agreement.
· In addition to the above, Purchaser agrees to protect and hold harmless the Protected Parties from any and all claims and liabilities arising from Purchaser’s activities which give rise to liability under the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA) and/or the  Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA).
· The phrase “any and all claims and liabilities” shall be understood in its most comprehensive sense, and includes, without limitation, any and all claims, losses, damages, bodily injury, death, fines, costs, settlement amounts, or other detriments, resulting from violations by the Purchaser, its agents, assigns, employees or lower tier subcontractors of any and all federal, state and local statutes or ordinances or common law brought against the Protected Parties.

· Purchaser’s responsibility shall apply to acts or omissions of the Purchaser, its agents, assigns, lower-tier subcontractors and employees.

Fines and Penalties
In the event that any actions result in fines and/or penalties is taken by a local, state, or federal agency against the Seller or the government for regulatory and/or permit noncompliance that resulted from a failure of the Purchaser to perform in accordance with this subcontract or local, state, or federal law.  The Purchaser shall reimburse the Seller or the government for the amount of the resultant fine and/or penalty and the cost of any additional work required as a result of the enforcement action; to the extent caused by Purchaser's and its lower-tier subcontractors' negligence and/or failure. 
· Site Inspection/Compliance - Seller shall retain the right to perform a site visit of the facility owned and/or operated by the Bidder.  Purchaser must possess the capabilities and qualifications necessary to adequately process scrap metals in compliance with federal, state and local laws/ regulations. 

The Seller retains the right to conduct subsequent inspections of the Purchaser’s site to ensure continued satisfactory compliance with federal, state, and local laws, regulations and the sale contract requirements relating to material management and disposal practices.  Should violations be identified during such inspections, the Seller reserves the right to terminate the sale without cost to the Seller.  The final award of this contract may be contingent upon an inspection of the Purchaser's site by ____________ staff to ensure satisfactory compliance with federal, state, and local laws and regulations relating to material management and disposal practices. 

· Transportation Requirements – All transportation costs (e.g., permits) for transporting the items from the __________ site in _______________ shall be paid by the Purchaser.  Transportation arrangements shall be coordinated by the Purchaser and details provided to the ___________Sales Administrator.  Security Measures – All wedgits shall be completely tarped during transportation and staging. The Purchaser shall immediately notify the ___________ Sales Administrator if during transportation any and all problems and/or delay occur.  Details of the situation shall be documented by the Purchaser and provided to the Seller as requested. Purchaser shall provide a “check call” to the Sales Administrator at 8:00 a.m. each morning while Coils are being transported; and a final call when the truck(s) arrive at the final destination.

· Metals Processing - The Purchaser shall be responsible for the management of all secondary wastes produced as a result of processing the scrap metal.
