The 2009 Safeguards and Security (S&S) Survey was completed for the Office of Science (SC), Chicago Office (CH).   This survey was conducted in accordance with the requirements of Department of Energy (DOE) Manual 470.4-1chg.1.  The topical areas and their assigned ratings are:

Each topical area rating is driven by its performance and compliance with the Safeguards and Security directives.  The composite rating is based on the overall effectiveness and adequacy of the safeguards and security programs at facility name. The “Satisfactory” rating indicates that the safeguards and security elements evaluated meet the protection objectives and provides adequate assurance that the protection objectives are being met.
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As a result of this two week survey, enclosed was 1 finding and no suggestions for program enhancement.  The finding was not significant enough to impact the topical rating.  A Corrective Action Plan (CAP) as defined by DOE Manual 470.4-1 chg 1, Part 1, Section G, 10, must be developed for all open survey findings and entered into the Safeguards and Security Information Management System (SSIMS).  The CAP should be submitted to SSS by August 17, 2009.   Quarterly reports on the status of each open finding must be provided to SSS, the next report is due on September 30, 2009.
On the basis of the satisfactory rating, the survey frequency will remain at 24 months.  The results of this survey will be entered into the Safeguards and Security Information Management System as required.
