	Each facility that possesses DOE-owned material must have a nuclear material control and accountability (NMC&A) program which is described in the facility NMC&A Plan.  The degree to which the facility NMC&A Plan conforms to the requirements of DOE Order 474.2, Nuclear Material Control and Accountability, is determined by types and quantities of nuclear materials present that are subject to the NMC&A program.  It is preferred that, to maximum extent practical, the facility NMC&A Plan be organized such that it corresponds to Appendix A of DOE-STD-1194-2011, Nuclear Materials Control and Accountability*in order to facilitate its review and use.  The following are among the items that should be considered during the review of the NMC&A Plan.
