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Purpose of the Contract Management Plan
The purpose of the Contract Management Plan (CMP) is to implement an effective team approach in administering and overseeing the (Contractor’s) management and operation of the Name of  Laboratory (hereinafter referred to as the Laboratory).  The CMP describes the procedures and processes that the Name of  Site Office will utilize to assure that the terms and conditions of the Management and Operating (M&O) contract (Contract no. DE-ACXX-XXXXXXXXX) are met by the Contractor and the Department of Energy (DOE). The procedures and processes addressed in the CMP are those necessary to 1) fulfill the Government’s contract management responsibilities, and 2) to ensure that the Contractor’s performance is adequately monitored and documented. 
The CMP is intended solely to provide information. It shall not be construed to create any rights or obligations on the part of any person or entity, including the Contractor and its employees. This CMP is not intended to be either prescriptive or inclusive of all necessary actions for execution of the contract. 
The CMP is maintained and distributed by the DOE Office of Science (SC), Site Office. The CMP will be formally maintained in the official contract file, and will be revised periodically by the Contracting Officer (CO) as new or revised policies, procedures, and processes are implemented to support management and administration of the contract.
Contract management is defined as those functions specified in the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR), Subpart 42.3. Typical contract management functions specified within the FAR/ Department of Energy Acquisition Regulation (DEAR) include, but are not limited to:

Contract Administration and Audit Services specified in FAR Part 42;

Cost accounting standards administration specified in FAR Part 30;

Contract modifications specified in FAR Part 43 and contract Clause I-###, “Changes”;
Subcontracting requirements are specified in FAR Part 44 and contract clause H-# “Administration of Subcontracts,” Clause I.##, “Small Business  Subcontracting Plan,” I-###, “Contractor Purchasing System,” Clause I-## “Competition in Subcontracting”;
Government property regulations are specified in FAR Part 45 and contract clauses I-### “Property”; and

Budgeting and obligating funds are specified in contract clause I-###, “Obligation of Funds,” and I-###, “Payments and Advances.”

DOE enters into contracts as a means of accomplishing its mission. DOE defines the work to be accomplished, and evaluates the Contractor’s performance. Performance oversight refers to those tasks or actions that are necessary to complete the government’s contract commitments (e.g. oversight of Contractor management of projects, establishment of Site Office specific requirements, budget and cost oversight, formulation and transmission of customer (DOE and other) requirements/needs of the Contractor, etc.). For example, the Site Office assists SC in continuously assessing and verifying the needs of the Laboratory’s Science and Technology (S&T) mission. This assessment includes confirmation that the Statement of Work (SOW) is adequate as written or, when necessary, modified when contract/mission changes are identified. The Site Office is also responsible for approving annual work scope direction and budgets.

1.0 Contract Summary and Background of the Scope of Work
1.1 The Contract
The Contract is implemented by the FAR and the DEAR as a cost-reimbursement M&O performance-based contract with special performance fee and award term provisions. The SOW (Part I, Clause C.# of the prime contract) provides a generic summary of current major programs that are updated annually as part of the Laboratory’s strategic planning process which is delineated in the Annual Business Plan. The SOW does not represent a commitment to, or imply funding for, specific projects or programs.
1.2 Work Authorization System (WAS)

Authorization to the Contractor to proceed with work will be provided through the DOE Work Authorization System. The Laboratory will not perform work until the Contractor receives both funding (via a contract modification) and the related work authorization guidance. The Site Office Work Authorization Process is delineated in Site Office Standard Operating Procedure X.XX (Processing of Work Authorization Statements) which describes the official authorization of specific programs/projects.

1.3 The Laboratory Mission and Vision

This example is from the Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory CMP).Founded in 1931, the Laboratory was a driving force behind the launch of serious investigations into particle physics and the nature of matter and energy in our universe. From those early days, as the birthplace of nuclear science and medicine, the Laboratory has evolved into a multidisciplinary research facility that, under the DOE SC, has a primary mission focus that includes: understanding the complexity of biological and earth systems for energy solutions, characterizing and fabricating nanostructured materials, advancing physics and cosmology, conducting computational science of scale, and developing new scientific approaches to the understanding and prevention of disease. On a competitive basis, the Laboratory provides access to critical national research infrastructure for university, industry, and government researchers. Major facilities include: the Advanced Light Source, a world center for ultraviolet and soft x-ray synchrotron-based science; the Molecular Foundry, a nanoscale science user facility; the National Center for Electron Microscopy for materials science; the 88-Inch Cyclotron for nuclear science; the National Energy Research Scientific Computing Center (NERSC),  a DOE-leading provider of high-performance computing capabilities for complex scientific applications; and the DOE Joint Genome Institute. With one-third of its scientific staff jointly affiliated with university campuses, the Laboratory delivers a highly capable science and engineering workforce for the nation’s future. Founder Ernest Lawrence was the laboratory’s first Nobel Laureate, and following that tradition, eleven Nobel Laureates are associated with the laboratory overall. In addition, 68 staff are members of the National Academies.

Six core competencies underpin activities at the Laboratory:

1. Sustainable energy science and technology;
2. Nanoscience, materials synthesis, and characterization; 

3. Multidisciplinary biology and environmental science;
4. Soft x-ray and ultrafast science, photon and particle beams including those for national user facilities;
5. Computational science and engineering; and
6. Advanced detector systems for astrophysics, high energy physics, and nuclear science.
The SC believes that these six competencies will enable the Laboratory to deliver its mission and customer focus, to perform a complementary role in the DOE laboratory system, and to pursue its vision for scientific excellence and pre-eminence in the areas of: 

Energy science, including carbon-neutral fuels from solar to chemical energy conversion;
Nanoscience, surface science, and condensed matter physics for energy and scientific applications;
Genomics and bioscience for understanding the complexity of living systems for energy solutions, understanding health effects of energy, and the prevention of disease;
Particle-, nuclear-, and astrophysics to understand matter and energy in the universe;
Earth systems research for developing energy resources, global change modeling, improving the nuclear fuel cycle, and enhanced environmental restoration; and 

Mathematics, computer science, and large-scale computational science programs.
1.4 Primary Program Sponsors

Work under this contract includes scientific and technical programs sponsored by major DOE organizations. Primary DOE sponsors include:

Office of Science;
Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy;
Civilian Radioactive Waste Management;
Fossil Energy; and
Environmental Management.
Additionally, with prior permission of the DOE, the Laboratory will perform other DOE, non-DOE federal government, and other sponsored research that supports the Laboratory’s missions (notably those of the National Institutes of Health, the National Aeronautics and Space Administration, the Environmental Protection Agency, the Department of Defense, state government and industry). The DOE derives the benefits from the Laboratory’s mission accomplishments and the development and utilization of the Laboratory’s core competencies that are supported by this work.

1.6 Performance-Based Contracting
The contract utilizes a performance-based management system monitored through an Assurance Process, and the Performance Evaluation and Measurement Plan (PEMP) (Section J.#, Appendix # of the contract), to measure progress of the Contractor in satisfying the SOW, clauses, and other terms and conditions of the contract. The performance-based fee earned is linked to the overall performance of the Contractor in meeting mission requirements in Environment, Safety and Health (ES&H), business management, operational and other aspects of the management and operations of the Laboratory. This process ensures that the Contractor is properly aligned with DOE’s mission, values, and vision.
The following principles govern the application of performance-based management for this contract:

Performance-based management, which primarily focuses on results (outputs and outcomes), is used at all levels to plan, oversee, evaluate, and reward Contractor performance.

Standardized Goals and Objectives have been developed and issued by SC for utilization throughout the SC Laboratory complex. Measures that provide an indication of the contractor’s success in meeting a particular objective are established in partnership between Site Office, SC, Program Offices and the Contractor. Goals, objectives and corresponding measures are linked with and support strategic, multi-year, and annual goals of the Contractor. These goals, objectives and corresponding measures become contractually binding upon incorporation into the Contract by a contract modification issued by the CO.

Resource decisions, including annual budget requests, are established and justified based on well-documented needs, previously achieved results, and expected future workload and outcomes.

The Contractor’s self-assessment is established by the Contractor in partnership with the appropriate points-of-contact from the Site Office, SC, Integrated Support Center (ISC) and other customers. They may include stakeholders (both external and internal) and are captured within the Contractor’s chain of management self-assessments. The Contractor’s self-assessment is a key tool used at all levels to assess and evaluate results, to improve performance, and is a key component of the Contractor’s Assurance Process. DOE assessment and evaluation includes operational awareness (daily oversight), programmatic and operational reviews, and “For Cause” reviews.

Performance results are used to improve ongoing efforts, and to hold the Contractor accountable.

The Laboratory management and operating contract offers Award Term (non-monetary performance) Incentives to the Contractor. The base term of the contract is five years. The Award Term Incentives allow the Contractor to earn up to an additional fifteen years of contract term for exemplary performance. 
1.7 Contractor Assurance System

1.7.1 UC Contractor Assurance Council 
The Contractor Assurance Council (CAC) advises the Vice President for Laboratory Management (VPLM) on Laboratory issues needing management attention, and assures that the performance of work under the contract meets the terms of the contract and the bylaws and orders of the Contractor. The CAC acts within the chain of line management as the means by which the VPLM ensures and coordinates the application of Contractor resources and actions required for full compliance with all aspects of the contract. The CAC leverages expertise in the functional organizations of the UC Office of the President (UCOP) to support the effective and efficient operation of the Laboratory.

The Council has responsibilities to determine the following: 

Adequacy of Laboratory policies, systems, procedures, and practices to protect DOE and Contractor assets;
Adequacy of performance measures and metrics;
Efficiency and effectiveness of systems;
Progress of management initiatives and improvements proposed by the Contractor;
Areas which will require third-party assessments; and
Resources required from the Contractor to assist the Laboratory in meeting its mission and requirements.
1.7.2 Office of Institutional Assurance

The Office of Institutional Assurance (OIA) provides oversight of the Laboratory’s projects, management systems, and operating processes to ensure that project management practices are consistent with DOE Order 413.3, and that compliance, scientific excellence, best management practices, and continuous improvement are achieved at the Laboratory. In partnership with the Laboratory line management, the OIA regularly monitors project performance, develops and tracks performance metrics and leading indicators, identifies and records deficiencies, and organizes independent project and performance reviews. The OIA has critical oversight, feedback and process improvement roles with respect to performance deficiencies, and maintains centralized tracking of corrective actions and lessons-learned for regular reporting to relevant line managers, the Laboratory Directorate, UCOP, the UC CAC, and the DOE. 

The Director of Institutional Assurance (DIA), reporting directly to the Laboratory Director and by dotted line to the UC CAC, has the requisite authority, responsibility, and accountability to manage the the Laboratory institutional assurance functions, and serves as the principal point-of-contact on all matters related to performance assurance. The DIA is designated as Key Personnel, and is a member of the Laboratory's Senior Leadership Council. The OIA is comprised of two offices, Contract Assurance and Project Management. 

(1) Office of Contract Assurance (OCA) maintains an effective contract performance assurance system by coordinating and integrating performance assessments, maintaining a single institutional corrective action tracking system, managing a Laboratory-wide lessons-learned program and providing standards and assistance in developing a meaningful and useful performance metric. 

(2) Office of Project Management (OPM) ensures the quality and success of the Laboratory projects by performing initial project vetting, conducting periodic internal project status reviews, and training personnel in project management and quality assurance procedures, policies, and standards.

1.7.2.1 Office of Contract Assurance
The OCA provides oversight of the Laboratory’s management systems and operating processes to ensure that compliance, operational support for science, best management practices, and continuous improvement are achieved at the Laboratory. The OCA is a fully independent internal assurance organization, and is authorized to have unrestricted access to personnel, records, and other information sources necessary to carry out its duties.

At the direction of the DIA, the OCA coordinates independent third party reviews in areas of business, finance, operations, environment, safety and health, as well as other selected areas. The OCA will oversee all the Laboratory operations and business systems utilizing an internal control system that is designed to assure the Contractor and the Laboratory management that operations are effective and efficient, financial reporting is reliable, and both are in compliance with applicable laws and regulations.

The OCA:

1. Provides a structure for oversight and assurance activities.

2. Implements and maintains an institutional performance assurance program. This program is composed of the following elements: 
Performance metrics. Establish and maintain measures to monitor all DOE and contract performance evaluation measures using a Balanced Scorecard, as well as 
Laboratory and Division-specific performance of vital operations. Metrics will be linked to the DOE mission and contract and will be used to monitor internal controls, trends, and progress toward our science and technology deliverables. The Balanced Scorecard will include all ongoing performance evaluation measures as they are negotiated with DOE.

Assessments and Reviews. Develop comprehensive assessment programs for Laboratory operations; including self-assessments, the Laboratory peer reviews, and external reviews.

Corrective actions. Establish a corrective action management program for all Laboratory operations that allows for tracking and managing corrective actions that result from assessment findings. Data will be entered into a single Corrective Action Tracking System (CATS) in order to ensure documentation and validation that corrective actions are properly implemented and effective.

Continuous improvement and lessons-learned. Develop and maintain a Laboratory-wide lessons-learned program to provide a systemic approach towards continuous improvement. Evaluate lessons learned and distribute them to appropriate parties, including Divisions, the Laboratory, and the DOE complex. 

3. Serves as the Independent Point of Contact for evaluating Price-Anderson Amendments Act issues and deficiencies, including tracking these issues to resolution.

4. Investigates incidents of significant concern to Laboratory management. Performs root cause analysis of these incidents and reports results to Laboratory and Division managements.

5. Manages the DOE Occurrence Reporting and Processing System (ORPS), including assisting in investigations, causal analysis, and report writing as appropriate.

6. Regularly reports to Laboratory management, the Contractor Office of the President, and DOE the status, trends and issues arising from oversight and assurance activities.

1.7.2.2 Office of Project Management

Reporting to the Director of Institutional Assurance, the OPM is responsible for the disciplined implementation of the Laboratory’s proposal, project and quality processes. Specific responsibilities include:

Develops and maintains the Laboratory-specific training, Project Management (PM) and Quality Assurance (QA) procedures, policies and standards, and control and assessment techniques. 

Develops and maintains lessons-learned procedures that integrate with the Laboratory’s single lessons-learned database. 

Initiates and/or conducts project vetting and technical reviews. 

Conducts monthly status updates for significant projects across the entire breadth of the Laboratory. Topics covered include cost, schedule and risk status, ES&H, and management issues. The focus is predominately on the surfacing and discussion of the problems and issues about which the Laboratory management should be aware. 

Briefs senior Laboratory management on the status of selected projects. 

Maintains roster of the Laboratory project management personnel (project managers, project controls specialists, project administrators, etc.) and their specialties. 

Responsible for the the Laboratory Earned Value Management System (EVMS) implementation, maintenance, and certification status. 

Develops and maintains database of the Laboratory projects and historical project information. 

Advises Laboratory Management on project management policy issues. 

In conformance with the Laboratory strategic goals and DOE contract requirements, the the Laboratory Project Management Officer (PMO) manages the OPM and

Works with the Laboratory Divisions’ staff and institutional resources (space/site planners, project managers, architect/engineers, etc.) to ensure that all Laboratory proposals are fully credible (from a business sense), include realistic scope, budget, schedule, and risk data, and are properly sited. 

Works with Laboratory leadership, the Director of the Planning and Strategic Development Office (PSD), and the Facilities Division to construct a comprehensive plan of long-term capital investments and strategic resource utilization, provides strategic management of the annual ‘Call’ process, and works with the PSD and Facilities planners on land-use issues and overall space utilization.

1.8 Challenges for the Contract

Some of the challenges anticipated with the new contract are:
Environment, Safety & Health

· The definition of meaningful ES&H performance measures that are achievable yet challenging, and which will actually contribute to improved safety at the Laboratory.

· Improved safety performance in the context of aging facilities and unanticipated changing requirements.

· Competing national priorities, including response to a major national disaster resulting in declining budgets and reduced resources.
Laws, Regulations and DOE Directives Clause 

· Contract clause 970.5204-2, “Laws, Regulations, and DOE Directives,” indicates that the Contractor must comply with the requirements of applicable Federal, State, and local laws and regulations, unless relief has been granted in writing by the appropriate regulatory agency. The clause also states that a list of applicable laws and regulations may be appended to the contract; however, no such list has been appended to this Contract. Omission of this does not affect the obligations of the Contractor to comply with any applicable law or regulation pursuant to the above-mentioned clause.

· Listings of DOE Directives & External regulations applicable to this contract are provided in Section J, Appendix I of the Contract. The Site Office shall review and determine applicability of new or changed directives to the Laboratory contract, and incorporate such directives into Appendix I. Reviews of new or changed directives by the cognizant Site Office organization/staff shall take place as needed; however, the Site Office shall periodically (at least annually) review and update the listing of applicable DOE Directives to ensure that they are complete and current. New or modified requirements applicable to this contract shall be issued to the Contractor in accordance with the contract clause entitled “Application of DOE Contractor Requirements Documents.”

· The “Application of DOE Contractor Requirements Documents” clause also provides for the substitution of a Contract Requirements Document (CRD) with an alternative procedure, standard, system of oversight, or assessment mechanism resulting from the process described in the clause. This process is the key implementing vehicle of the new contract principle of relying primarily on Federal, State, and local laws, regulations and national standards to establish Contractor requirements and performance criteria, while minimizing the use of DOE Orders and directives as a mechanism for placing administrative and operational requirements on the Contractor in cases where there is a unique departmental function without an industrial process counterpart.

· The Contract Contains DEAR 970.5215-3, Conditional Payment of Fee, Profit, and Other Incentives- Facility Management Contracts. The following procedure applies when implementing this clause:

1. Send a letter informing the Laboratory that the DOE will consider invoking the Conditional Payment of Fee Clause. The DOE will request the facts to consider if the action is regarded as a first or second degree performance failure; the DOE will also request  facts to consider in mitigation.

2. Make a determination as to whether to invoke the clause. If decision is to invoke, obtain Director of Office of Science (SC-1) concurrence.

3. Send a letter informing contractor of decision.

2.0 Identification of Key Contract Management Team Members, Authorities and Limitations

The following sections identify key individuals and/or organizations directly or indirectly responsible for the management, administration and performance oversight of the contract and generally describe the corresponding roles and responsibilities. In carrying out these responsibilities, the individuals and/or organizations described below will work together to ensure the consistent dissemination of information/direction to the contractor, and that such information/direction is in line with DOE Headquarters (HQ) and Site Office policies/strategies. A number of vehicles utilized to carry out this coordination include, but are not limited to, regularly scheduled staff meetings within Site Office and conference calls with Headquarters Office of Science (HQ-SC) (to include the Head of Contracting Activity [HCA]); procedures and guidance issued by HQ-SC and the Site Office; and this Contract Management Plan.  
2.1 The Director Office of Science  

The Director of the Office of Science (SC-1) is also the Under Secretary for Science and is therefore, by statute, the Science Advisor to the Secretary of Energy. The duties and responsibilities of the SC-1, as provided in the Department of Energy Organization Act (Public Law 95-91, as amended) include:  

Sec. 209. (a) There shall be within the Department an Office of Science to be headed by a Director, who shall be appointed by the President, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate.
b) It shall be the duty and responsibility of the Director 1) to advise the Secretary with respect to the physical research program transferred to the DOE from the Energy Research and Development Administration; 2) to monitor the DOE’s energy research and development programs in order to advise the Secretary with respect to any undesirable duplication or gaps in such programs; 3) to advise the Secretary with respect to the well-being and management of the multipurpose laboratories under the jurisdiction of the Department, excluding laboratories that constitute part of the nuclear weapons complex; 4) to advise the Secretary with respect to education and training activities required for effective short- and long-term basic and applied research activities of the Department; 5) to advise the Secretary with respect to grants and other forms of financial assistance required for effective short- and long-term basic and applied research activities of the Department; and 6) to carry out such additional duties assigned to the Office by the Secretary relating to basic and applied research, including but not limited to supervision or support of research activities carried out by any of the Assistant Secretaries designated by section 203 of this Act, as the Secretary considers advantageous. [42 U.S.C. 7139]

The Director of the Office of Science is responsible for setting the overall strategies and policies for the DOE S&T program, operational, and support activities to include those at the Laboratory. These responsibilities include, but are not limited to, the management of the program direction and infrastructure budgets, and setting of laboratory, ES&H, and safeguards and security policy for SC within the framework set by the Department, and is carried out through the various SC program, operational, and support offices that make up the HQ-SC organization.

2.2 Deputy Director for Field Operations (SC-3) 

The SC Deputy Director for Field Operations or designee, as the HCA, has full contracting officer authority and is fully responsible for all SC laboratory contracts to include the Contract for the management and operations of the Laboratory. The HCA has redelegated contracting authority through the appointment of Contracting Officers (COs) for pre-award and post-award activities. The HCA concurs on the Laboratory performance elements and the final performance evaluation rating for each evaluation period as well as the amount of performance-based fee to be awarded to the Contractor. The SC Deputy Director for Field Operations or designee has the authority to stop any work activity, add work, and/or withdraw work. 
2.3 The Site Office Organization 
The Site Office has primary responsibility to provide direction to the Contractor. The Site Office provides an on-site presence for the Office of Science. Site Office roles and responsibilities include:

1. Contract Management - setting and communicating expectations, integrating DOE requirements, authorizing and funding work, and providing feedback to the contractor.

2. Program and Project Implementation – monitoring overall operations, reviewing and approving work, and coordinating activities related to assigned programs and projects.

3. Federal Stewardship - maintenance and protection of Federal assets. 

4. Internal Operations - managing the Site Office staff and administrative systems to assure effective operations.

The specific roles and responsibilities of the Site Office are provided within Section 3.0 of this plan.
2.3.1 Mission

The Site Office mission is to successfully manage and administer the DOE’s performance-based management and operating (M&O) contract with the Contractor for the safe, secure, effective, and efficient leadership and operation of the Laboratory, and for the federal stewardship of the site and institution. Site Office implements the SC mission to encourage and conduct forefront basic and applied research programs that advance the science and technology foundations necessary to accomplish DOE missions. 

2.3.2 Vision

The Site Office vision is to be highly valued by its customers, stakeholders, and peers within the Department Of Energy and contractor organizations, and for being an exemplary DOE Site Office that executes its mission safely, effectively and efficiently. The Site Office aspires to be the best in class and to be a model of operational excellence in support of the Office of Science Mission. 

2.4 Integrated Support Center (ISC) and Other Support Assignments

In order to successfully fulfill its responsibilities to SC, the Site Office requires support from ISC personnel to augment Site Office skills and to provide specialized assistance when needed skill sets do not reside in the Site Office organization. Such support skills as technical services, human resources, real property, contracts, information technology, budget/finance, and legal may be necessary from time to time to ensure successful execution of contract management activities. Access to these resources is gained through ISC personnel. Specific resources and how they are to be provided can be found within the ISC Service Plan. Site Office personnel that are working specific actions determine what advisory service from ISC may be needed.

3.0 Contract Management Members/Integration and Coordination
3.1 The Site Office
The Site Office Manager provides the SC on-site presence and is responsible for implementing HQ-SC policy and direction. The Site Office Manager has line management authority and responsibility to integrate administrative and operations requirements into program missions. These responsibilities include: a) sets and communicates expectations, integrates DOE requirements, and provides feedback to the contractor, b) monitors overall operations, reviews work; and coordinates activities related to assigned programs and projects, c) maintains and protects Federal assets, d) and manages the Site Office staff and administrative systems to assure effective operations.

The Office of the Site Office Manager also receives and reviews all correspondence from the contractor to the Site Office to ensure the appropriate organizations/staff have received the correspondence and/or are otherwise cognizant of the document.

The three organizations under the Site Office Manager are responsible for the following performance oversight and administration activities:
The Site Office Programs, Projects & Facilities Management Organization supports the execution of DOE’s mission through the implementation of field program and project roles and responsibilities with respect to the Laboratory’s Scientific, Engineering and Facilities Divisions. This organization’s primary focus is on R&D program implementation, monitoring and mission support at the Laboratory. This organization is also responsible for oversight management of the the Laboratory Institutional and Strategic Facilities Planning, including coordination and follow-up for an annual Onsite Review by the Office of Science.
The Contracts and Business Management Organization communicates and enforces contract requirements; reviews and approves contract performance and deliverables, and provides Contracting Officer direction and guidance to the Laboratory. This organization provides support for all contract, business operations and administrative matters. The organization reviews, approves and oversees business operations and administrative systems such as budget; financial management; accounting; internal and external audits; procurement management; property management (intellectual, real and personal); contractor human resources, industrial and labor relations; legal; public affairs and community relations; and any other related requirements applicable to the Laboratory contract.
The Environment, Safety and Health Management Organization assures that (the Laboratory) operations and research is performed safely and securely in support of the DOE mission in a manner consistent with the overall DOE objectives. This organization maintains general cognizance of the DOE, federal, state and local policies and requirements that are applicable to the Laboratory. The organization also reviews ES&H policy and requirement changes that may significantly impact programs/projects. 
3.2 Contracting Officer(s) (COs)

Pursuant to FAR 1.601, contracts may be entered into and signed only by the HCA, or designated CO(s). Pursuant to Part I, Section G-1, “DOE Contracting Officer” of the contract, only the CO is authorized to accept non-conforming work; assign additional work within the general scope of the Statement of Work, issue a change as defined in the “Changes” clause of the contract, waive any requirement of the contract; or take any action involving a change in the expressed terms, specifications or conditions of the contract. The CO holds the responsibility to administer or terminate (if found necessary) the contract and make related determinations and findings. The CO shall:

Ensure that the requirements of FAR 1.602-1(b) (e.g. all requirements of law, executive orders, regulations, and all other applicable procedures, including clearances and approvals) have been met;

ensure that sufficient funds are available for obligation;

obligate funds and approve payments;

ensure that the Contractor receives impartial, fair, and equitable treatment;

request and consider the advice of specialists in audit, law, engineering, transportation, and other fields, as appropriate; and

be responsible for all contract management functions listed in FAR 42.3.

The CO’s implement contract management functions through the appropriate Site Office staff in accordance with the Site Office processes and procedures. The CO also has “Stop Work” authority in accordance with the contract clause entitled “Integration of Environment, Safety, and Health into Work Planning and Execution,” paragraph (g).

3.3 Contracting Officer Representative (COR)
The COR has primary responsibility for providing technical direction to the Contractor and performs contract management, performance oversight, and contract administration activities. COR’s and Alternate CORs are individuals designated and delegated limited authority by the CO for the sole purpose of administering specific contract terms and conditions in accordance the contract clause entitled  – DEAR 952.242-70 – Technical Direction. COR’s must rely on their specific delegated authority to review, process, approve or disapprove of, deliverables or systems within their subject matter expertise. The COR’s have no authority to bind or commit the government.

CORs may provide contractor direction only within the scope of their specific delegation. Moreover, COR authority and responsibility for post-award administration of the Contract shall not affect the scope of work, contract terms and conditions, increase or decrease cost, or determination of allowable or unallowable costs. Post-award contract administration documents generated by the COR or Alternate COR are maintained in contract administration files. 
3.4 Field Program Representatives (if present at your site)
The Field Program Representative (FPR) provides a link in the SC line management chain and assists the Site Office Manager in providing integrated Laboratory oversight and contract management. The FPR helps provide an awareness and appreciation of Laboratory programs, facility operations and conditions, and performance so that effective communications and informed decision-making can occur.
FPR helps the Site Office Manager to successfully achieve the following assigned Office of Science Restructuring Project (OneSC) Site Office roles: 

1. Program Implementation (monitoring operations, reviewing and approving work, and coordinating activities related to assigned programs and projects).

· Interact regularly with program sponsoring organizations and with the Laboratory scientific divisions to ensure that the Site Office understands expectations and supports the implementation of program goals.
· Attend technical program and Laboratory divisional peer reviews, assist the Site Office in maintaining and communicating integrated “Sense of the Laboratory,” and provide a basis from which to support the review of work conducted at the Laboratory.
· Provide day-to-day, onsite understanding of the technical program work to champion/facilitate the resolution of any operational issue/need with other professionals in the Site Office or the Service Centers in order to ensure the safe, secure and compliant accomplishments of the programmatic work.
· Implement HQ program delegations and provisions of any Program Execution Agreement with HQ.
2. Contract Management (setting and communicating expectations, integrating DOE requirements, authorizing and funding work, and providing feedback to the M&O Contractor).

· Review technical work documents including Field Work Proposals, Work Authorizations, Work for Others, and Cooperative Research and Development Agreements (CRADAs) to ensure that the work is consistent with the mission of the Laboratory. The proposed work is reviewed to determine if it is within the institutional capabilities of the Laboratory.
· Provide recommendations to HQ and the Site Office Manager/Contracting Officer on programmatic needs related to leasing space, equipment acquisitions, and other areas.

· Collect data and monitor performance to provide a means to determine the quality of the work product(s) in accordance with contract requirements and customer expectations.

· Coordinate the Site Office’s annual laboratory contract performance appraisal for PEMP S&T Goals 1-3 with program sponsors to ensure customer feedback is received and included appropriately within the evaluation report.

3. Federal Stewardship (maintaining and protecting Federal assets).

· Review project proposals, support the implementation of institutional Research & Development (R&D) programs, provide annual reporting to HQ-SC and secure approval levels (Laboratory Directed Research & Development [LDRD] & Work for Others.
· Review and support the Laboratory Institutional or Business Planning processes to ensure that they meet SC, DOE, or President’s Management Agenda requirements. This includes the coordination of any associated HQ-SC review to ensure clear communication and understanding of the long-term vision, mission, and expectations of the Laboratory by both the Site Office and HQ-SC.
· Coordinate, produce, and distribute required, periodic Site Office reports, including written reports and information reported verbally in SC videocons and telecoms, and that are responsive to HQ institutional data requests.

· Plan and participate in events supporting VIP visits and tours, and support Science Education activities.

Contractor can earn up to an additional 15 years of contract term thereby extending the period of performance through Ultimate end date.
4.1 Contractor Key Personnel

As indicated within the contract clause 952.215-70 entitled, “Key Personnel,” the Contractor’s key personnel are considered essential to the work being performed within the Laboratory under the contract and to the overall success of the Laboratory. 
Before removing, replacing, or diverting any personnel occupying the listed positions, the Contractor must notify the CO, providing justification for the change (including proposed substitutions) in sufficient detail to permit evaluation of the impact on the contract. The appropriate Site Office, ISC, and/or SC personnel/management shall review the Contractor submission and provide their concurrence to the CO. Upon receiving the appropriate concurrence(s) the CO shall provide written approval to the Contractor. The current listing of the Contractor’s key personnel is listed below and in Appendix O of the contract.

5.0 Contract Management Process
Contract Administration includes those functions specified in FAR Subpart 42.3 and involves activities that need to be performed by multi-disciplinary teams or Integrated Teams. Within DOE, contract administration is a “cradle-to-grave” process and in the case of M&O contracts, the activities start with the “Extend or Compete” process and continue throughout the post-award stage of the contract, including contract closeout.

5.1 Method for Monitoring Performance-Based Objectives (PEMP Process)

The performance-based approach focuses the evaluation of the contractor’s performance against eight Performance Goals (three S&T Goals and five Management and Operation Goals). Each Goal is composed of two or more weighted Objectives. Each of the management and operation Objectives has a set of Performance Measures, which are identified to assist in determining the contractor’s overall performance in meeting that Objective. Each of the Performance Measures identifies significant activities, requirements, and/or milestones important to the success of the corresponding Objective and is utilized as the primary means of determining the contractor’s success in meeting the Objective.

Although the Performance Measures are the primary means for determining performance, other performance information available to the evaluating office from other sources may be utilized in determining the contractor’s overall success in meeting an Objective.

A standard definition of the performance levels to be utilized in evaluating the S&T Performance Goals and Objectives has been developed by a team of Office of Science program office representatives. All the Performance Goals, Objectives, and Measures are documented within the Fiscal Year PEMP for each laboratory, and are incorporated into the respective contract via a contract modification. Specific information regarding an individual laboratory PEMP may be obtained by contacting the appropriate Office of Science Site Office.

The process has also incorporated a standardized five-point (0-4.3) scoring system with corresponding grades for each Performance Goal, creating a “Report Card” for each laboratory. Table A provides the scale utilized for assigning scores and letter grades. A grade of “B+” is awarded to a Performance Objective that meets the “expected” level of performance for that Objective, much as is typical for graduate student grades at many academic institutions. Therefore, grades above a “B+” indicate a degree of performance that exceeded expectations, while correspondingly lower grades indicate degrees of performance which have not met overall expectations and are in need of improvement. The grade for each of the Performance Goals is determined based on the weighted sum of the scores of the individual Performance Objectives.

Furthermore, the process has enhanced Office of Science management involvement through review and approval of the annual PEMPs and incorporation of an annual meeting to ensure continuity of evaluation criteria and fairness across all laboratory evaluating offices.
5.2 Inspection and Acceptance Process

Clause FAR 52.246-9 entitled - Inspection of Research and Development (Short Form) is the only contract clause pertaining to inspection and acceptance. The clause does not establish any inspection, acceptance, or quality standards in the contract. As a research and development contract and a facilities management contract the deliverables are often not the traditional deliverables expected when thinking of inspection and acceptance. What DOE is more concerned with is the overall health of programs and systems that deliver the research and development mission of the facility. Inspection and acceptance of the most important considerations in this regard are through the performance-based management aspect of the contract. Performance expectations are established in the Performance Evaluation and Measurement Plan. The plan uses a hierarchy of goals, objectives, measures and targets to form the basis for communicating performance expectations and the criteria to evaluate and accept the contractor’s performance of critical contract performance elements. The overall performance against each Objective of the performance plan includes the evaluation of Performance Measures identified for each Objective and is evaluated by the appropriate HQ office, major customer or the Site Office. The Site Office Site Manager then prepares a consolidated written assessment and has the ultimate authority for establishing the rating that yields the fee determination. The consolidated review for the contractor is presented to the Undersecretary for Science and the Associate Directors (ADs) of the Office of Science at the same time as the other laboratories managed by the Office of Science to ensure consistent application of standards to the R&D enterprise of the Office of Science. 
This review methodology ensures that the overall evaluation of the Contractor results in a consolidated DOE position taking into account specific Performance Measures as well as all additional information not otherwise identified via specific Performance Measures. The Site Office works with appropriate HQ program offices or major customers throughout the year in evaluating the Contractor’s performance and provides observations to the contractor regarding projects as well as management and operation activities conducted by the Contractor quarterly through the year. 
5.3 Fee Administration (PEMP Process)

All fee is “at risk” fee and is based on contractor performance. The method for computing fee is contained in the PEMP. Annually, upon the completion of the performance year (the fiscal year), the contractor prepares a self assessment of their own performance in the management and operations of the Laboratory (clause entitled “Standards of Contractor Performance Evaluation”). In addition, the Site Office and DOE Program Offices prepare a written assessment of the contractor’s performance. The Site Office Manager, after preparing this written assessment, gives a fee recommendation to the Undersecretary for Science who approves or withholds approval for the recommendation. If approved, the written assessment is forwarded to the contractor and the CO authorizes the withdrawal of fee from the letter of credit.

Additionally, the contractor is able to request a provisional fee (Clause B.5) based on anticipated performance, traditionally an amount less than 70% of total available fee. Total available fee is set in the contract at $4,500,000 per year (Clause B.#) for the first ten years of the contract. Fee is subject to adjustment if the fee base is changed by more than 10% (Clause B.# and Clause I.###). Fee administration may be further affected by the provisions of:

· FAR 52.203-10  Price Or Fee Adjustment For Illegal Or Improper Activity provides for a 30 percent reduction if the head of the contracting activity or designee determines that there was a violation of Subsection 27(a), (b), or (c) of the Office of Federal Procurement Policy Act, as amended (41 U.S.C. 423), as implemented in Section 3.104 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation; or,

· DEAR 970.5215-3 Conditional Payment Of Fee, Profit, And Other Incentives – Facility Management Contracts provides for varying amounts of fee reduction depending upon the type of failure in the contractor’s ES&H  or Safeguards & Security systems and any mitigating factors. To invoke the provisions of this clause requires the concurrence of the Undersecretary for Science (DEAR 970.1504-1-2). 
5.4 Contractor Legal Management Requirements (10 C.F.R Part 719, Contractor Legal Management Requirements.)
5.4.1 Background
DOE has issued regulations promulgated as 10 C.F.R Part 719, commonly referred to as the DOE Contractor Legal Management Regulations, that are intended to facilitate  and control contractor legal costs, including litigation costs. In as much as these requirements have been duly promulgated as federal regulations, they have the force and effect of law and are therefore binding on DOE contracts with a value of more than $10,000,000 per year. Payment of law firm invoices and reimbursement of contractor legal costs are subject to compliance with Part 719. As a consequence, broadly stated, M&O contractor legal management costs that do not conform to the requirements of 10 CFR Part 719 are presumptively unallowable unless expressly approved pursuant to DOE’s Contractor Legal Management Regulations and the Laboratory Contract. 
5.4.2 Relevant Contract Clauses
Various M&O contract clauses either reference aspects of DOE’s Contractor Legal Management Regulations or expressly create specific rights and obligations that relate to legal management matters. Most notably, DEAR 970.5228-1 Insurance-- Litigation And Claims  provides, in part, that:  1) DOE has the authority to allow and or require the Contractor to initiate litigation against third parties (DEAR 970.5228-1(a)); the Contractor must provide CO with immediate notice in the event that legal proceedings are filed against the Contractor as a result of its activities under or related to the Laboratory Contract (DEAR 970.5228-1(b)); that the Contractor allow DOE to collaborate in defending settlement of the claim (DEAR 970.5228(l)); and finally, that the Contractor obtain CO approval prior to incurring costs associated with retaining outside counsel and/or paying settlements or judgments. DEAR 970.5244-1(y), Contractor Purchasing System, provides that subcontracts for legal services are subject to the requirements of 10 CFR Part 719. 
5.4.3 Matters not Covered
The Legal Management Procedures discussed herein do not apply to matters handled by counsel retained by an insurance carrier, routine intellectual property law support services, and routine workers and unemployment compensation matters, and labor arbitrations.

5.4.4 Roles and Responsibilities
Generally, all deliverables, notices, and requests for advance approval will be referred to, reviewed by, and to the extent authorized by the CO, acted on by the designated DOE Counsel. Except to the extent authority is otherwise withheld under the FAR, DEAR or the Legal Management Regulations, the CO has the authority to provide the advance approvals discussed below.


5.4.5 Deliverables
In carrying out its roles and responsibilities under the DOE Litigation Management Regulations and the corresponding provisions of the M&O contract, the Contractor must submit the following to DOE:  

1
A Legal Management Plan. The Plan describes the Contractor’s approach for managing legal costs and retaining law firms and must comply with the requirements set out in 10 CFR Part 719. Any objections to the Plan must be submitted to the Contractor within 30 days of receipt of the Plan. Any proposed deviations from the Regulation must be referred to the DOE General Counsel for approval through the DOE Counsel. the Contractor must notify DOE of any proposed changes to the Plan, but is not otherwise required to resubmit Legal Management Plan to DOE.

2.
Immediate notice of any formal proceedings, claims or suits filed/lodged against the Contractor arising out of the management or operations of the Laboratory. Routine grievances and workers compensation claims are excluded from this notice/reporting requirement. 

3.
If and when costs associated with retained outside counsel in a particular matter are expected to exceed $100K, the Contractor must submit a Staffing and Resources Plan (SRP); ideally as soon as it becomes clear that costs will exceed the $100K threshold. The SRP must address those matters set out in the Legal Management Requirements; basically projecting the level of effort that is anticipated for the various phases of the projected legal effort as well as the associated costs and schedule.

4.
Updates on all significant developments in any legal proceedings, as they occur; including copies of all significant motions and pleading filed in all such proceedings.

5.
Copies of all invoices for legal support services and related costs submitted to the Contractor by retained outside counsel. 
6.
A quarterly report of all litigation and non-litigation legal matters with which the Laboratory is involved. 

7.
Annually, a budget of projected legal costs for the succeeding 12 months.

5.4.6 Advance Approval
the Contractor must obtain DOE prior approval to:

1.
Retaining outside counsel. (However, the DOE Legal Management Regulations do not apply to the matters described in 5.4.3.).
2.
Initiating litigation against any third party.

3.
Initiating the defense of a lawsuit. 

2.
Paying costs that are categorically deemed unallowable under the Legal Management Regulations.

4.
Settling suits, claims and other legal proceedings. However, under the Laboratory M&O Contract, Sec. J., Attachment A., the Contractor is authorized to settle internal employee grievances up to $60,000, along with certain associated proceedings costs, without the advance approval of the Contracting Officer. Settlements of internal employee grievances in excess of $60,000 require advance approval of the Contracting Officer.
5.5 Contractor Employee Claims System 
Worker’s compensation costs are monitored through the annual Report of Contractor Expenditures for Employees Supplementary Compensation which is entered into the Workforce Information System (WFIS), the Computerized Accident/Incident Reporting System (CAIRS) and the Occurrence Report and Processing System (ORPS).

(This paragraph would discuss any special worker’s compensation reporting required of the contractor.  This example is from the LBNL contract) Clause H.24 requires the Contractor submit to the DOE Contracting Officer (CO) an annual evaluation and analysis of workers’ compensation cost as a percent of payroll in comparison with the percentage of payroll cost reported by a nationally recognized Cost of Risk Survey that has been pre-approved by the CO; and on an annual basis an experience report and copy of account statements including deposits, earnings, payments, losses, and administrative fees by the Contractor’s financial institution. The Clause also requires that CO approval be obtained prior to making any significant changes to its workers compensation coverage. The ISC Contractor Human Resources staff provides advisory services and support in the oversight responsibility for risk financing, i.e. payment of losses and/or claims resulting from job related accidents. 
5.6 Proposed Settlement of Cost for Post Contract Liabilities
Post-contract liability for contractor employees and their beneficiaries include both Pension and Health Benefits. These costs are monitored through the annual Report of Contractor Expenditures for Employees Supplementary Compensation which is entered into the Workforce Information System (WFIS), the DOE’s FAS 106 Disclosure of Liability Post Retirement Benefits (PRB) other than Pensions, and annual actuarial valuations.   

5.7 Integrated Safety Management (ISM)

A fundamental expectation of the the Laboratory performance is to ensure the safety and health of workers and the public; to protect and restore the environment. These performance expectations are instituted through the Laboratory Integrated Safety Management (ISM) System as verified and approved by the Site Office. 
The Laboratory work that incorporates the principles of the ISM system is evaluated against ES&H performance measures and adheres to the laws, regulations, and DOE directives set forth in Appendix I of the Laboratory contract. DOE Order 226.1, Implementation of Department of Energy Oversight Policy, sets forth the expectations for DOE line management oversight of the ES&H Program. The requirements within DOE O 226.1 are implemented through Site Office Standard Operation Procedure.

The Site Office ES&H organization has the primary oversight responsibility for  the Laboratory ES&H programs. All Site Office employees involved in the Laboratory performance oversight assist in ensuring that all practices integrate adequate ES&H protection. The Site Office ES&H organization ensures that the Laboratory complies with its DOE-approved ISM plans and other ES&H requirements. If a determination is made that the Laboratory is not in compliance with the terms and conditions, then the ES&H organization shall notify and assist the Site Office CO to take the proper contractual steps to ensure compliance and protection of DOE’s interest.

5.8 Contractor Assurance (DOE O 226.1)

U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) Policy 226.1, Department of Energy Oversight Policy, and DOE Order 226.1, Implementation of Department of Energy Oversight Policy, establish the requirement for the Site Office to develop an oversight process to protect the public, workers, environment, and to perform its operations effectively through continuous improvement. 
The Site Office has been entrusted by the Office of Science (SC) to function as steward of the Laboratory and ensure that Site Office ES&H oversight programs and the Laboratory assurance systems are comprehensive in all aspects of operations essential to DOE mission success.  

Site Office Standard Operating Procedure (SOP), establishes the structure, scope, and implementation process for conducting Site Office ES&H oversight at the Laboratory. 

The Site Office Oversight Program has four distinct components:  

ES&H Oversight – The purpose of this program is to identify observations relative to operations, equipment, and facilities to detect unsafe or potentially unsafe conditions or noncompliant conditions.

Technical Assessment Program – This program enables the Site Office to assess the contractor’s performance in order to ascertain program status, affect continuous improvement in contractor’s operations, and determine the effectiveness of implementing applicable requirements. 
Contractor Performance Evaluation Program – The purpose of this program is to identify ES&H performance metrics in order to describe the targeted performance levels that will be used to rate the Laboratory ES&H performance as part of the annual contract appraisal process. 
Self Assessment Program – This program focuses on evaluating and improving oversight.

5.9 Communication Protocol

5.9.1 Formal Communication

Formal communication occurs between individuals who are authorized to represent the contracting parties. the Contractor and the DOE are the contracting parties. (Identify the organization responsible for representing the contractor) and is responsible for administering the contract. The DOE Site Manager, Contracting Officers, and the designated CORs have been appointed and designated to administer and manage the Laboratory contract for the DOE. Formal communication consists of written letters, email transmission as well as oral communication when it is followed up in writing. Both the Laboratory and DOE shall indicate the appropriate citations in the subject line of the document in conformance with the clause entitled “Marking,” which requires the author to identify the contract requirement.
5.9.2 Informal Communication

Informal communication can occur between any DOE employee and any Contractor employee. This type of communication is non-binding for both the Government and the contractor and does not constitute contract direction. Informal communication can take the form of written correspondence, electronic mail, retrievable databases, telephone calls, unsigned facsimiles, presentations, meetings, or other means. Site Office personnel are expected and encouraged to engage in informal communications with the Contractor employees in the performance of their oversight responsibilities but not commit or bind the government.

5.9.3 Non-Site Office Communications

The contractor may be required to communicate with other than Site Office employees in conjunction with performance of the work scope. These other parties could be: DOE Headquarters, DOE Headquarters Environment, Safety and Health Programs, Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA), local community government representatives, stakeholder groups, media, and the general public. Such communications should be coordinated with and/or monitored by the Public Affairs Manager. It is critical that communications with entities outside of the contractual relationship between the contractor and DOE not be construed as contractual direction to change the scope or terms and conditions of the contract. 

5.9.4 Correspondence Tracking

The Science Management Action and Record Tracking System (SMART) may be utilized to track all correspondence received by Site Office. SMART is also the official action items/deliverables tracking system used by Site Office. Corrective actions resulting from reviews, inspections, etc. are entered in the SMART database. In accordance with functional responsibilities, Site Office staff members monitor open items to closure and ensure that the actions are appropriate and effective in providing anticipated improvements.

6.1 Contract Deliverables

6.2 Key Contract Vulnerabilities or Performance Risk Areas

the Laboratory’s Office of Institutional Assurance (OIA) maintains a Risk Registry to monitor potential threats to Laboratory mission and reputation, regulatory and contractual compliance, and worker safety and environmental stewardship. Items added to the Registry are tracked until resolution. 
The OIA Risk Registry is updated and reviewed with senior the Laboratory and Site Office management at least monthly. The Risk Registry is also reviewed with the UC Contract Assurance Council at least quarterly. 
The primary mechanism for updating the Risk Registry is the quarterly PEMP performance review, and update meetings of UCOP, Site Office, and the Laboratory functional managers. However, significant issues identified through assurance activities and regular meetings of UCOP, Site Office and the Laboratory functional managers are also tracked on the Registry.

7.1 Summary of Environmental Permits

7.1.1 Air Quality (Clean Air Act)

The Clean Air Act is the key statutory reference for federal, state, and local air pollution control programs. It classifies air pollutants into these main categories:

· Criteria air pollutants (e.g. carbon monoxide, nitrogen oxides, particulate matter)

· Hazardous air pollutants (e.g. radionuclides, air toxic)

· Ozone-depleting substances (e.g. chlorofluorocarbons or Freons)

7.1.2  Radiological

Radionuclides released to the atmosphere from Laboratory research activities must adhere to National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) regulations (40 CFR 61, Subpart H [National Emissions for Emissions of Radionuclides Other Than Radon From Department of Energy Facilities]), as well as sections of DOE Order 5400.5, Radiation Protection of the Public and the Environment. The EPA administers the NESHAP regulations, which limit the dose to the public from the Laboratory’s airborne radionuclide emissions to 0.10 millisievert per year (mSv/yr) (10 Millirem per year [10 mrem/yr]). 7.1.3 Nonradiological

The (local) Air Quality Management District implements federal and state air quality requirements for most air emission activities that are not addressed by NESHAP regulations.

7.1.3.1  
Environmental Restoration (Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980; Resource Conservation and Recovery Act Corrective Action Program)

The Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980 (CERCLA) authorizes the EPA to manage the cleanup of abandoned or uncontrolled hazardous waste sites. In 2005 no releases occurred that were reportable under CERCLA, and the Laboratory conducted no remedial activities related to CERCLA. the Laboratory continued, however, to investigate and remediate areas of concern at the site under the requirements of the Corrective Action Program (CAP) of the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976 (RCRA). 

7.1.3.2 Hazardous Materials Regulations

The following sections discuss programs related to the Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act (EPCRA); Toxic Release Inventory (TRI); Hazardous Material Business Plan; Risk Management and Prevention Plan (RMPP); Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act; and Toxic Substance Control Act (TSCA).

7.1.3.3 Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act

The EPCRA was passed in 1986 as Title III of the Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act (SARA). The Act establishes requirements for emergency planning, notification, and reporting. In California, the requirements of SARA Title III are incorporated into the state’s Hazardous Materials Release Response Plans and Inventory Law. 

7.1.3.4 Toxic Release Inventory

Under Executive Order 13148, DOE is required to evaluate its facilities against the TRI reporting requirements of EPCRA without regard to SIC code. TRI reporting consists of two steps: the Laboratory determines chemical usage, and if threshold quantities are exceeded, DOE submits EPA Form R.

the Laboratory determined that no chemical usage in calendar year 2005 exceeded the TRI criterion of 4,536 kg (10,000 lb) for a listed substance and that DOE was not required to submit a Form R on behalf of the Laboratory. Table 3-3 shows the highest usage levels of the chemicals from the Laboratory’s assessments over the past several years.

7.1.4 Hazardous Materials Business Plan

The City of Berkeley is the local administering agency for certain hazardous materials regulations falling under state law. the Laboratory voluntarily submits an annual Hazardous Materials Business Plan to the City of Berkeley, although the Laboratory as a federal facility is exempt from such regulations.
7.1.5 Risk Management and Prevention Plan

The City of Berkeley requires an RMPP for operations using acutely hazardous materials above certain thresholds establish in 40 CFR Part 355. the Laboratory does not have any operations that contain acutely hazardous materials above the threshold quantities, and therefore no RMPP is required for the site.
7.1.6 Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act

Passed by Congress in 1972, the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act  restricts the registration, sale, use, and disposal of pesticides. Pesticides, including insecticides and herbicides, are applied at the the Laboratory site by licensed contractors only. The Laboratory operates a composting program to minimize the use of herbicides and to reduce solid waste. The mulch generated from composting is used on-site for weed screening and landscaping where herbicides previously were applied. The end products from the chipper and mulcher program are also used to control erosion.
7.1.7 Toxic Substances Control Act

TSCA establishes a protocol for evaluating chemicals before they are introduced into marketplace and controlling their use once they are approved for manufacturing. TSCA regulations are administered by the EPA.

Polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) are one of the principal substances at the Laboratory currently affected by the TSCA regulations.
7.1.7.1.1 Hazardous Waste (Resource Conservation and Recovery Act)

The primary goal of the RCRA is to ensure that hazardous waste management practices are conducted in a manner that protects human health and the environment. RCRA affects waste treatment, storage, and disposal activities at the Laboratory in two areas: hazardous waste (including the hazardous portion of mixed waste) and Underground Storage Tanks (USTs).
7.1.7.1.2 Hazardous Waste

In California, the Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) administers the RCRA hazardous waste program. The California program incorporates the provisions of both the federal and state hazardous waste laws. The state program includes both permitting and enforcement elements. The state’s permitting program for hazardous waste treatment and storage facilities consists of five tiers, shown in the following list in decreasing order of regulatory complexity:
· Full permit

· Standardized permit

· Permit-by-rule

· Conditional authorization

· Conditional exemption

The state continues to oversee the “full permit” and the “standardized permit” tiers; the other three tiers have been delegated to the City of Berkeley for oversight under California’s Certified Unified Program Agency program.

the Laboratory’s Hazardous Waste Handling Facility (HWHF) operates under the “full permit” tier of the program. A full permit is also know as an RCRA Part B permit. The current permit for the HWHF was approved by DTSC on May 4, 1993.

the Laboratory has an additional hazardous waste permit to operate five Fixed Treatment Units (FTUs). The type and location of each unit are listed in Table 3-4. These treatment units operate independently of HWHF. Three of these FTUs are authorized to operate under the “permit-by-rule” tier. The type of treatment determines which tier applies. The City of Berkeley requests renewal of this permit each year. In March 2005, the Laboratory submitted the 2005 FTU renewal package to the City of Berkeley.

7.1.8 Medical Waste

In California, the state’s Medical Waste Management Act contains requirement designed to ensure the proper storage, treatment, and disposal of medical waste. The state program is administered by the Department of Health Services (DHS).

The Laboratory generates medical waste at about 150 different locations distributed over 15 buildings, including 3 off-site buildings. the Laboratory does not treat any medical waste. Medical waste is treated at off-site vendor facilities, using either incineration or steam sterilization.

7.1.9 RCRA Corrective Actions Program (Site Environmental Restoration Program)

the Laboratory’s Environmental Restoration Program is conducted under the requirements of the RCRA CAP and it is intended to satisfy three criteria:

1. Identification of areas of contamination that may have resulted from past releases of contaminants into the environment;
2. Determination of the sources and extent of contamination; and
3. Development and implementation of plans remediate contaminated areas.

The Laboratory maintains a proactive interaction with stakeholders in the RCRA CAP, including the DTSC, the Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB), and the City of Berkeley.

7.1.10 Wastewater

The Laboratory has three wastewater discharge permits issued by East Bay Municipal Utility District (EBMUD) for the following activities:

1. General sitewide wastewater discharge.
2. Treatment unit discharge of rinse water from the metal finishing operation in Building 25 and 77.
3. Treatment unit discharge of groundwater from hydraugers and groundwater monitoring wells.
7.1.11 Stormwater
the Laboratory’s stormwater releases are permitted under the California-wide Industrial Activities Storm Water General Permit (or General Permit). The General Permit is issued by the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) but administered and enforced by the RWQCB and the City of Berkeley. Under this permit, the Laboratory has implemented a Storm water Pollution Prevention Plan and a Storm Water Monitoring Program. Together, these documents represent the Laboratory’s plan and procedures for identifying, monitoring, and reducing pollutants in its stormwater discharges.

7.1.12 Aboveground Storage Tanks

Aboveground storage tanks (ASTs) also fall under the authority of the Clean Water Act (CWA). The CWA and the state’s Aboveground Petroleum Storage Act outline the regulatory requirements for ASTs. Under the authority of the CWA, a Spill Prevention, Control, and Countermeasures Plan is required for petroleum-containing tanks—aboveground and underground tanks.

7.1.13 Underground Storage Tanks (USTs)
The state program for USTs that contain hazardous materials addresses permitting, construction design, monitoring, record keeping, inspection, accidental releases, financial responsibility, and tank closure.

The state’s program satisfies the provisions of the federal RCRA requirements. The City of Berkeley is the local administering agency for UST regulations that apply to the Laboratory.

 Under the National Historic Preservation Act, the National Register of Historic Places is the nation’s master inventory of known historic resources. The National Register is administered by the National Park Service and includes listings of buildings, structures, sites, objects, and districts that possess historic, architectural, engineering, archaeological, or cultural significance at the national, state, or local level. the Laboratory currently is undergoing a sitewide inventory with a qualified historian in consultation with a State Historic Preservation Officer to determine which assets at the Laboratory are eligible for listing on the National Register and to comply with the National Historic Preservation Act.
